SUBJECT: Bicycle, Skate, Skateboard, and Scooter Safety

1.  It is the responsibility of the entire Sembawang DoD community to ensure that we keep our community safe.  To this end, I am reiterating the following DoD requirements that apply to all DoD members and their dependents.  These are not only common-sense safety precautions, but are also the rules that pertain to line-of-duty determinations for DoD members in the event of an injury.  DoD policy is as follows:  


a.  Helmets must be worn, with straps connected, by all DoD members and dependents while bicycling, skating, skateboarding, or scootering.  The PACAF Supplement to AFI 91-207 states, "All personnel (including dependents and retirees) who roller-skate, in-line skate, skateboard, or use lightweight motorized (Go-Peds) or foot-propelled scooters (Razor or equivalent) on PACAF installations must wear an approved Consumer Product Safety Commission (CPSC), American National Standard Institute (AMSI), Snell Memorial Foundation, or host-nation certified helmet.  The use of elbow pads, knee pads, and wrist guards is highly encouraged."  


b.  The wearing of portable headphones, earphones, or other listening devices while jogging/running, bicycling, skating, skateboarding, or scootering on roads and streets on DoD installations is prohibited (IAW DoDI 6055.4).  

2.  I strongly recommend the following precautions while using the aforementioned modes of transportation/recreation in the Sembawang neighborhoods:  


a.  While all streets of the community are available for bicycling, skating, skateboarding, and scootering, only bicycles should be used on Admiralty, Canberra, and Sembawang.  Skates, skateboards, and scooters should remain on the sidewalks of these streets.  Because of higher traffic flow on some of our streets, extreme caution should be used in the areas of Durban and the area of Canada between Admiralty and Durban.


b.  Despite our well-lit neighborhoods, riding after dark should be kept to a minimum and done only with extreme caution.  


c.  Parents are encouraged to monitor their children and remind them of the dangers.    

3.  Your cooperation is essential to increase safety and minimize injuries caused by riding accidents.
