NOTE: All baggage on civilian aircraft or in your possession at Singapore’s Changi International Airport will be searched by customs agents and are subject to the listed restrictions.  
Import and export permits are required for firearms, weapons, ammunition and explosives, gold in any form and precious stones (except reasonable amount of jewelry), for import and re-export of dangerous drugs, including utensils for administration.

Singapore enforces strict censorship of printed and videotape materials. "Adult" magazines (including Playboy) are confiscated and may result in your arrest and a fine.

Items prohibited in Singapore include:

-- All types of arms (including stun guns, toy guns, antique guns, cigarette lighters in the shape of a pistol, revolver or hand grenade, or anything that looks like a gun or a weapon); 

-- Explosives (including expended, spent or empty cartridges and any type of fireworks); 

--  Ammunition of any kind; 

--  All swords, daggers, and bayonets; 

--  Pepper spray and tear gas; 

--  Handcuffs; bullet-proof vests; 

--  Metal night-sticks, batons, whips; 

--  Cross bows; 

--  Nan cha kus; 

-- Parangs, machetes, butterfly knives, gravity knives, flick knives, switchblades, and knuckle-dusters. 

-- Knives with a blade in excess of 5 inches

The Government of Singapore has increased the severity of punishment of persons involved in possession, use, or smuggling of narcotics. Singapore has a mandatory death penalty for many narcotics offenses.  NOTE:  Travelers that are hand-carrying prescription drugs must be prepared to show the prescription upon request.  

Finally, ensure that all personnel are aware of the restrictions on controlled items from entry into Singapore.  Any that person intends to bring controlled items into Singapore should first seek prior approval through appropriate military or diplomatic channels.

While in Singapore you are subject to Singaporean law, which is quite different from American law. "Outraging the modesty of a female" is an offense similar to sexual harassment, which includes uninvited touching, suggestive comments, and rude behavior. It is punishable by time in jail.
