Ethics Counselors

Ethics counselors may advise you on questions that you have about ethics. In all instances, advice on ethical matters is not privileged. That means if you reveal misconduct, the information may be used against you.

You may seek advice to:

        Determine whether an award that exceeds $200 in value is part of a genuinely established program.

        Determine whether acceptance of an honorary degree would create an appearance of impropriety.

        Determine how to dispose of an improper perishable gift, and no, we will not eat it for you.

        Decide whether you have acted properly in asking how to dispose of an improper gift.

        Decide whether you should be disqualified from particular matters or matters while you are seeking employment.

        Decide whether an outside activity may create an appearance of impropriety.

        Consider post-employment issues.

        Decide whether you may accept a proposed honorarium.

        Provide you with a 30-Day Procurement Integrity letter.

        Answer your questions regarding ethics not listed above.

        Help forward matters not delegated to our office to the office with the authority to answer your question.
